Getting Ready to Invite Speakers!

CHECK - INS

11-30-2022
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Title – Tells the audience where you are going.

Can be stand alone if you can do it…or

You can add a subtitle… Examples











Always be thinking forward…

As you create your title and subtitle…
SPEAK TO YOUR IDEAL CLIENT!
➢ You want the title to call them up to their highest 

level.
➢ Inspire them to think about what is really possible

for them
➢ It’s so much bigger than they can imagine

LET THEM KNOW WHAT THEY ARE GOING TO RECEIVE…



The 2-3 sentences is where you tell them more about 

the event.

So…

• How many speakers

• When it is

• How long will it last, etc.

• What is the audience going to receive, in a little more detail.

• You can also include what your intentions are for creating the 

event….What inspired you to do this…How do you believe this is 

going to help the world.

The first version will speak TO THE SPEAKERS.

You can then modify it to speak to the audience when you begin to work 

on your website.  So you will refer back to it, because you want the 

theme to have the same flavor all the way through.









Begin to think 
about a date for 
your event

11-30-2022

• Space them apart.

• You could consider March if you are 
an eager beaver.

• April, May, June or July would also 
work.

• Consider the moon cycles and 
quarter-cross days.  Full Moons are 
usually good times to start.  That puts 
the promo-period close to the New 
Moon.

• Start your event on a Monday or 
close to the beginning of the week.
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CHOOSE YOUR 

DATES!
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• The promo period

will be 2 weeks

before.

• Your speakers need 

to know so they can 

plan.
